The glory of the Lord was there. 
 Note: This is no accident – 
But the fulfillment of God’s word 
 
II. The REASONS for His Coming V 11 
 
1. He has REVEALED to us the Father. John 14:9 
 
2. He has provided an EXAMPLE for us. I Peter 2:21 
 
3. He has come to HEAL the brokenhearted. 
 Luke 4:18 
 
4. He has come to DESTROY the works of the devil. 
 I John 3:8 
 
5. He has become our Great High PRIEST Heb. 2:17-18 
 
6. He has come to give us ABUNDANT life. John 10:10 
 
7. A SAVIOR. Luke 19:10 
 
 



Note: 
The One Who sends is the Father. 
The One Who is sent is the Son. 
The Son is the Savior.
